·  Through house visits, he visited the house of Mary and Marth, Simon the pharisee and Zachaeus the tax collector.
· Use of demonstrations/role play for example washing the disciple’s feet.
· Question and answer-asking questions like ‘’who do people say I am?’’
· Giving private tuition to his disciples/when he explained to them the meaning of the parable of the sower.
· Use of life experiences- when he asked for a coin to answer the question on payment of taxes to Caesar.
· Evaluating his listeners after teaching-after the parable of the good Samaritan, he asked the teachers of the law- ‘’in your opinion, who was a neighbor?  (6x1=6mks)
